Principal’s Report
Kia ora,

Another week has passed us by and the end of term is fast approaching. Teachers
and students are busy writing end of year school reports, doing testing and reflecting
on the year. We are trying to keep as much routine as possible in our days and
learning will take place right up until the end of the year.

This week has been filled with gala preparation and students are looking forward
to a great day on Friday.

Well done to our students from Ruahine who participated in the Town Calf &

This is the time of year when our Year 7 students start thinking about their
leadership prospects for the following year. The staff have met and discussed our
current leadership design and programme at length, debating the pros and cons of
our current system. We have come up with an alternative Leadership system to trial
in 2012.

All Year 8 students will be offered an opportunity to be part of the Ruahine
Leadership Team throughout 2012. House Captains and Head Students will not be
appointed, but rather, all students who want to contribute to the leadership of the
school will be offered the opportunity. Mrs Dickinson will work closely with these
students throughout the year. At the end of the year the students and staff will vote
for the one person they believe has displayed the best leadership skills throughout
the year and that person will be awarded the “Head Student Cup”.

We believe that this system is fairer, and also provides opportunities for students
who have leadership capacity but may not necessarily have been given the
opportunity to shine. Year 8 students will be able to opt into different portfolios
according to their personal strengths and interests (eg. The “PR” team who are
strong public speakers and good at welcoming and greeting people; or the “Admin”
team who enjoy organising events, and doing the behind the scenes work etc).

We understand that some students will be disappointed as they have aspirations
of becoming our next Head Student or House Captain. However, we believe that this
is for the greater good of all students. The Ruahine staff will be monitoring the
system closely throughout the year and will review how it is working at the end of
the year and make changes as needed. We look forward to your support in the
trialling of this new system.
